She practiced medicine in southern California before going to the mission field.

Becky serves in the Community Based Health Care Program in the Highlands of Papua New Guinea. She helps facilitate the expansion and adaptation of the current program centered in the Western Highlands, to other parts of the country and other countries on the field.

Becky’s call to missions was solidified in 1989, after seeing the Community Based Health Care Program at Reynolds Memorial Hospital in India, while she was a volunteer. Her vision is to see the lives of individuals, families, and communities transformed by the power of Jesus Christ through the holistic ministry in which she serves.
